CUMA (Organic) Malbec, Michel Trino, Argentina 9.50
CUMA means “clean and pure” in the language of the

Aymara, who occupied the lofty elevations of northern

Argentina. With distinct aromas of fresh plum and spicy notes

of rosemary and eucalyptus, this organic wine has exuberant

blueberry on the palate, with mint, tarragon and rosemary.

Pinot Noir, Domaine du Chateau D'Eau, France 9.50
This is not only organic but ‘Lunar organic’ and made by the

old famous Burgundy house Moillard. Ripe strawberry fruits and

some cherry notes, with underlying earthiness.

Cabernet Sauvignon, Veramonte, Chile 9.50
Deep flavors of black cherry, blueberry and blackberry,

highlighted with earthy notes and elegant oak which lend a

creamy mouth feel. Plush with soft, rich tannins, this wine is

concentrated, round and luxurious with a long finish.

Zinfandel, Paso Creek, California 10.00
This richly flavored Zinfandel is best paired with big meals and

spirited conversation; ripe strawberry and raspberry flavors run

rampant but not wild.

Syrah, Vicien, Argentina 10.00
Deep violet colors. On the nose a mix of red fruits with some

leathery Syrah nuances. Makes a strong first impression in the

mouth with a long rich aftertaste. Good harmony of fruit and

body.
